asks them to evaluate them using the “Comment 

Summary Continuation Sheet” (FSS-GEN-FORM-

201-02) 

The NCAA receives comments on the proposed amendments 

and the committee takes note of the comments. The advisory 

panel meets to discuss the proposed Amendments and make 

recommendations to the Director 

The final draft is sent to the MoJ for legal drafting* 
CARs only, not CATS 

The committee shall at its next meeting consider the comments 

from the public on the proposal published and then make an 

appropriate amendments recommendation to the director 

The Director upon being satisfied that giving the effect to the 

recommended amendments would be in the interest of the 

aviation safety submits the amendments to the presentation to 

the board.
