NCAA invites all the Regulation Technical 

Advisory Panel Members to the First / 

Kick-off meeting and informs them of the 

regulation amendments procedure and 

their roles in the process 

NCAA sends the parts of the NAMCARs / 

NAMCATS that are to be reviewed to 

each member of the Committee 

Committee Members Review the parts of the NAMCARs / 

NAMCATS they have received and submit their 

amendments proposal using the “-Amendment Proposal 

Submission Sheet” (FSS-GEN-FORM-201-03) to the NCAA 

The NCAA distributes all the received amendments 

proposals to all the members and asks them to evaluate 

them using the “Comment Summary Continuation Sheet” 

(FSS-GEN-FORM-201-02) 

The NCAA receives comments on the proposed 

amendments and the committee takes note of 

the comments. The advisory panel meets to 

discuss the proposed Amendments and make 

recommendations to the Director. The Director 

reviews comments and prepares the draft 

NAMCARs AND NAMCATS for publication in the 

Government Gazette. 

The Amendment proposals are published 

in the Government Gazette for a 30 days 

period, thus allowing the Public to pass 

their comments on the Amendments. 

The committee shall at its next meeting 

consider the comments from the public 

on the proposal published and then 

make an appropriate amendments 

recommendation to the director 

The Director upon being satisfied that 

giving the effect to the recommended 

amendments would be in the interest of 

the aviation safety submits the 

amendments to the Minister for 

Approval. 
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
